It is possible to participate in one or more of the following sections: 

 

I. SECTION FOR UNPUBLISHED POEMS  

 

 Participants have to send only one unpublished, never prized poem (maximum 40 line). 
 Poems will be accepted in the mother tongue of the authors. A translation into English, 

Spanish, French or Italian is required.  

 An international Jury will evaluate the poems as far as possible in the mother tongue of 

participants.

In accordance with the aim of the competition to 

combine solidarity and poetry, the winners will choose a humanitarian cause  to which they 

will devote a part of the prize (€200).  

 Medal of the President of Italian Republic / or a Jury Special Prize  for a poem with a 

particular social-humanitarian value  

 “Sergio Penco” Plate for the best poem “under 16”

   The poems of the winners and a selection of the best poems will be published for free, in 

both the  Italian and English version together with a DVD in the original languages. The 

proceeds of the sales will be devoted to a humanitarian project.
